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The kindergarten teachers at Southside Elementary in Hartford City, Indiana join together to help their kindergarten children enjoy a Fall Ball in late October. The Ball takes the children and their parents on a trip to the times of Fairy Tales with costumes, music, dancing, and feasting. Here is a little information to help you get started planning your own Fall Ball.
The teachers plan activities with their classes to prepare them for the actual Ball. They learn fairy tales and nursery rhymes, decide how they want to represent their classes, and learn songs and dances. 
Each group makes a flag to represent their class and each child is announced as they enter through a castle entrance. All parents are invited. Highlights of the Ball are a singing and dancing recital by the children and a dance that the children do with their parents. After the Ball the children and their parents retreat to their kingdoms (their classrooms) for a royal feast.
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
